	Geldeston Community Composting Group is a volunteer group in South Norfolk that collects garden and kitchen waste for composting.
	A grant of £2,532 will allow the group to buy a new larger trailer in order to reduce the number of journeys made and therefore volunteer time and fuel consumption. The group’s work reduces landfill, earns recycling credits for the village and produces compost which is sold locally.

	
	

	
	

	MOVE ON East helps former offenders or those on the periphery of offending to acquire life skills, find accommodation, training and employment to improve the quality of their life and to reduce re-offending.
	£3,500 will contribute towards a project aimed at young people aged 16 to 21 which will help them to access construction skills courses and forklift and similar training courses to improve their prospects of gaining employment in the construction sector. Courses will be held in various locations across Norfolk.


	
	

	
	

	Mundesley Parish Council provides a range of local services for residents in this large North Norfolk village.
	A partnership between the Parish Council and a steering group of local young people, parents, residents, the police and others has been formed to deliver two hours of weekly youth activities over a 30 week period. The weekly sessions will provide a range of opportunities including drama, sports, music and cooking. The work grew from a Youth Forum which highlighted the lack of positive activities available locally. A grant of £2,830 will help to get the project off the ground.

	
	

	
	

	Norfolk County Scout Association is the umbrella body for scouting in Norfolk.
	A grant of £4,500 will contribute towards the costs of employing a Development Worker for the Great Yarmouth area. Currently there are only 11 groups in the District and the worker will develop opportunities for additional scouting by recruiting adult volunteers and running taster activities in schools and other venues to get young people interested. Areas to be targeted include Cobholm, Lichfield and Southtown which rank in the top 10% of deprived wards nationally.

	
	

	
	

	Somerton Village Hall provides a base for local groups in this village to the north of Great Yarmouth.
	This grant will fund a new project introducing the over 65's to computers, IT and the internet. This will be done through a volunteer led inter-generational project transcribing older people’s oral memories into a digital village history. The grant of £4,442 will purchase a range of IT equipment and software and also purchase new chairs for use at coffee mornings and other events.

	
	

	
	

	Wellspring Family Centre facilitates community projects that address key social needs in Dereham and the surrounding area.

	West Norfolk Befriending provides a service for socially and rurally isolated older people by matching service users with a trained volunteer befriender who visits them on a regular basis.
	A grant of £3,000 will contribute towards volunteer expenses, volunteer training costs and telephone/internet costs. The group has a team of around 20 volunteers and approximately 30 clients are supported at any one time.
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
