There are no deadlines.  Applications will be presented to the next available fund for which it is eligible.  Applicants are advised to allow sufficient time for application assessment and evaluation prior to the grants meeting, if they are targeting a specific fund.  Please send your application at the beginning of the month prior to the panel you are targeting.  If your project is due to begin in less than three months, please contact the Grants Team to confirm that an appropriate panel will be able to consider your application in time.
