The club’s drop-in coffee morning sees
approximately 16 people each week
and 90 jobseekers attended additional
advice sessions, mock interviews and
free courses over the last six months,
Ina two month period, the club helped
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nine people into paid employment and
another five into voluntary work. HIP
works with a range of partners
including WEETU, Business Link and
Norfolk Guidance Service to provide
advice and the opportunity to develop
the skills needed to secure employment
in a competitive marketplace.
