Cruse Bereavement Care offer support and counselling services for people recently bereaved, as well as a helpline and website. £3,136 was awarded for rental and telephone/internet costs for the volunteer staffed help and information line.








Eternity Norwich runs church services, life skills classes in local schools, Christian assemblies in local schools, parent/toddler groups and children's clubs. A grant of £1,000 will support the costs incurred by the Holiday clubs and weekly children’s clubs.








Jubilee Family Centre supports and provides activities for families, couples, singles & groups. At the heart of the centre's identity is the need to create and support a vibrant and healthy community life for Aylsham and its surrounding villages. £1,000 will fund activities during the school holidays.








Southrepps Parish Council provides services to the local community in Southrepps through democratic decision making. A grant of £5,000 was awarded for new play equipment on the recreation ground.
