	Autistic Way - Smart Kids OK is a registered charity based in Great Yarmouth that works towards the provision of better quality services for children, young people and their families who live with autistic spectrum and related disorders.
	A small grant of £474 will enable the charity to train 14 staff and volunteers to better equip them to deal with challenging behaviours.  The training will help to safeguard children and staff from harm and enable staff to feel more confident when confronted with challenging behaviours.

	
	

	
	

	Brooke Village Hall manages and maintains the village hall in this south Norfolk village.
	With a grant of £2,979, the village hall will introduce computer skills training to retired and older people, at regular daytime sessions.  The sessions will be led by two local volunteers. The grant will fund a range of computer and related equipment.

	
	

	
	

	Great Yarmouth Reminiscence Group provides volunteer led reminiscence therapy to people suffering memory loss because of dementia, trauma or other reasons.
	A grant of £824 will benefit people with memory loss in care home residents through improvements in cognition, behavioural functioning and depression. In addition volunteers working on the project will gain skills which in several cases have helped them to into paid employment.

	
	

	
	

	Holt Youth Project provides social and leisure activities for young people in Holt and surrounding villages. Its main objectives are to reduce anti-social behaviour and bullying and offer recreation and advice on all aspects of youth issues.
	A grant of £5,000 will enable the continuation of a young carers' programme designed to support young people who have family caring responsibilities. The programme will comprise fortnightly three hour sessions, plus additional trips and activities. Sessions will help to provide a peer network and allow young carers to try new hobbies and activities. Participants are also introduced to healthy cooking and eating principles. 

	
	

	
	

	Matthew Project is a Norwich based charity working with young people, adults and communities in Norfolk to provide practical support and counselling to help deal with dependency and addiction issues.
	A grant of £2,400 will assist the charity to deliver sessions around the county, reaching young people who are vulnerable to drug and/or alcohol misuse. The project has monitored young people's experience of previous similar sessions and reports a 99% satisfaction rating. 

	
	

	
	

	Trunch Village Society is an umbrella organisation supporting a range of projects in this North Norfolk village.
	The group’s main project is its Community Composting Scheme. This is run by 28 volunteers who collect and process green waste from the village, turning it into compost which they then sell. The scheme serves 150 households representing a third of the total population of Trunch. The project has also expanded to offer placements to Community Service Offenders, and has won district and county 'green' awards. A grant of £3,000 will assist the group with the cost of purchasing a new shredder.

	
	

	
	

	Woodton New Playing Field Association is developing a new playing field for the community in this south Norfolk village.
	The Association has acquired a 4.3 acre site in the village on a 125 year lease and a grant of £3,000 will assist with the second stage of this process which will prepare the field for use as a playing field. Although Woodton is a small village the volunteers have been active and successful in fundraising. A later phase of the project will see the provision of playground equipment. 

	
	

	
	

	YMCA Training is a national training charity aiming to transform the lives of young people and adults through work related training.  
	A grant of £5,000 will contribute to a programme offering ten 16-19 year olds training opportunities at Whitlingham Country Park.  Participants attend over a 24 week period and undertake tasks such as making and installing gates, planting trees, laying paths, installing signage and general weeding/clearing. All participants will be working towards an accredited qualification. The young people have been identified by Connexions, and the majority are not currently in any form of education, employment or training.
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
