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Norfolk Millennium Trust for Carers- Guidance & Criteria 
Who can the Fund help? 

· Unpaid carers who live in Norfolk, who are looking after a relative, partner, friend or neighbour in need of help because of sickness, age or disability of any kind.

· The fund will consider applications from carers aged 7 and upwards.
Who is the Fund unable to help? 

· Carers who are not normally resident in Norfolk. 
· Carers who have a legal responsibility to care under the local authority, e.g., for children living in care homes.

· The fund will not consider requests within 3 years of a previous grant. 
What can the Fund help with? 
· A holiday, short break or outing.
· Leisure activities for wellbeing, such as an activity class or a gym membership.

· Items for small home improvements such as redecorating a bedroom or gardening equipment.
· Items/equipment to support a hobby or pastime.
· Powerpacks for wheelchairs
Please note power packs are subject to the availability of funding.

Items the Fund CANNOT assist with: 

· Items solely for the use of the cared-for.

· Items or services that are paid for before receiving a grant - we cannot award retrospective grants. 

· White goods, laptops, carpets, beds, mattresses.

· Utility bills, council tax or rent.

· Loans, debts or bankruptcy fees. 

· Medical services and equipment.

· Small items of equipment for daily living e.g. fire guards, bath aids and ramps.

· Help with moving house.  

· General subsistence costs.

· Mobile phones.  

· Driving lessons and car maintenance. 

· Repeat items over an extended period. 

Things to consider:

· The maximum grant award is £250. 
· The fund can only assist with 1 item per application. 
· 1 application can be considered per household.

· Grants are to be spent within 6 months of being awarded.
